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Articulation Arrangements Annual Report Template 
Guidance:
Articulation is a formal arrangement where the University recognises all or part of another institution’s named award as providing credit towards specific University of Worcester courses, guaranteeing admission with advanced standing.  The right to such advanced standing applies to all students covered by the Articulation Arrangement.     

Schools are responsible for reviewing annually the currency of curriculum mapping and that this is updated and reapproved as appropriate. Planned curriculum changes by either the partner organisation or the University to the relevant courses should trigger a check on the currency of the curriculum mapping. Any changes made will feed into the annual monitoring report. 

As part of the quality monitoring and assurance of the articulation arrangement, the relevant School must provide a short annual monitoring report for each articulation arrangement which reviews the operation of the arrangement, including any changes going forward plus evaluation of recruitment, progression and outcomes for students who progress to the University.  

The Articulation Arrangement Annual Report and associated action plan is a continuous and live document that will be completed in accordance with the normal cycle for AER processes and must be agreed and signed by key stakeholders of both parties.  The report and associated action plan will be scrutinised by the relevant School and received by CAPSC annually.

Report authors are encouraged to use bullet points to provide brief commentary under each heading and should highlight any key successes, changes, or issues, and where possible (e.g, in relation to statistical indicators) look at trends over the last three years. 

You are asked to evaluate the operation of the articulation arrangement and the experience of the students admitted through articulation, focusing on outcomes as indicators of the effectiveness and impact of the articulation arrangements.  

The report should indicate numbers admitted through the articulation arrangement and a statement about student success following progression to the University.  It should identify any issues and changes that may require specific attention and matters for the School or the University to address in relation to quality and/or standards and any actions/priorities for the School to enhance the student experience in the form of an Enhancement Plan.
